being increased in tumour cells (Balzar et al. 1999), and de novo expression
being seen in dysplastic squamous epithelium (Winter et al. 2003). CD326
has been identified independently by a number of groups, and it has been
known by a variety of names including Epithelial Specific Antigen, MOC31
(Proca et al. 2000) and Ber-EP4 (Patriarca et al. 2012).
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
