Recombinant TGFB-1 comprises a 112 amino acid fragment (279-
390) corresponding to the mature TGF-beta protein sequence and is
expressed in E. coli with an amino-terminal hexahistidine tag. This product
is for research use only and is not intended for diagnostic or therapeutic
use.
